Go Deep: Writing to the Thessalonians, Paul expresses his heart and a vivid picture of
what we see of Jesus’ ministry: “So, being affectionately desirous of you, we were ready
to share with you not only the gospel of God but also our own selves, because you had
become very dear to us.

Gospel-centered discipleship is not just passing on knowledge, it is sharing life together.
As we begin this process together, we want to challenge you to think big, start small, and
go deep.
